As part of our
continued partnership we are currnely have under construction another New Richmond which we will be
needing ten vents for and we are planning our first of two homes in Ross, Ohio which we will need ten
SmartVents for each. The home being built in New Richmond is part of the National Partnership between
Habitat for Humanity International and the National Home Builders Association.

As you may know, TriState Habitat for Humanity is a non-profit organization committed to eliminating
substandard housing in the TriState area of Ohio, Kentucky, and Indiana. We build homes and sell them to
families who would ordinarily not be able to share in the American Dream to own their own home.
